Solfa is
from Fermoy, County Cork, and is the composer in residence with the Orchestra of St Paul’s,
Covent Garden. She wrote Macalla especially for the Jacquin Trio and you will be able to meet
Solfa along with the other musicians at the event.

The second part of the Programme features the young pianist Hamish Dustagheer who was
born in Surrey in 1992. His Grandmother’s family is of Irish origin. He currently studies at the
Royal College of Music with the concert pianist Gordon Fergus-Thompson. Hamish will play:

Prokofiev - Sonata No. 1, Op. 1 (piano)
Satie - Trois Gnossiennes (piano)
Poulenc - Les Soirées de Nazelles (a suite of 11 movements) (piano)
